Report On Financial Statements -

Management's Responsibility and those charged with Governance for the financial Statements -

Management is responsible for the preparation of these financial statements in accordance with Maharashtra State Co-operative societies Act 1960, Banking
Regulation Act, 1949. This responsibility includes the design, implementation and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation of the financial
statements that are free from material misstatements, whether due to fraud or error. In preparing the financial statements, the management and Board of
Directors are responsible for assessing the Bank's ability to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern and using the
going concern basis of accounting unless the management either intends to liquidate the Bank or to cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.
The Board of Directors are also responsible for overseeing the Bank's financial reporting process.

Auditor's Responsibility -

1. Ourresponsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statement prepared as per MCS ACT & BR Act based on our audit. We conducted our auditin
accordance with "standards on auditing" issued by the "Institute of Chartered Accountants of India" and MCS ACT, BR ACT and RBI Guidelines. Those standards
require that we comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are
free from material misstatements, whether due to fraud or error.

3. Accounting of certain items like locker rent, dividend on Investment, commission on guarantees, incidental charges, service charges & processing fees is
done in the year of receipt, thereby deviating the principles of the Accounting Standard 9 on "Revenue Recognition" according to which income relating to
current year should be recognized on accrual basis if there is no uncertainty regarding the ultimate collectability and measurability.
